January 2,
1972, David became the proud father of son Travis Allen. After ending his
service in the Navy, David continued his career in electronics with General
Motors Corporation, Goldstone Deep Space Tracking Station and finally with
Burlington Northern Santa Fe Railway where he worked with dedication for 37
years.
